EXAMINATION RULES

In addition to the provisions of the Orissa Universities Act, 1989 and Odisha Universities First
Statutes, 1990, Regulations made by Madhusudan Law Universit

y for Three Years LL.B., Five
Years Integrated B.A. LL.B. (Hons.)

and LL.M. Courses, the following Rules have been framed
for the Examination purposes of Madhusudan Law University, Cuttack.

1. Short title and commencement: These rules may be called “Rules on Pre-Conduct,

Conduct and Post-Conduct of Examination Procedures and Follow up Actions”.
These Rules and Guidelines shall come in to force from the Academic Year, 2021-2022.

2. In these Rules unless the context otherwise requires:

(a) "Academic year” means the year commencing on the first day of June of a calendar year

and closing with thirty first day of May of the succeeding calendar year immediately following;

(b) “University” means the Madhusudan Law University recognized u/s 2(f) of the U.G.C. Act, 1956.

) “Institutions” means the Madhusudan Law University and all the Law Colleges affiliated to it.
(d) “Vice - Chancellor’ means the Vice-Chancellor of the Madhusudan Law University.
e) “Registrar’ means the Registrar of Madhusudan Law University.
f) “Controller of Examinations”

(C.0.E.) means the Controller of Examinations of the Madhusudan Law
University.

(9) “Comptroller of Finance” (C.O.F.) means Comptroller of Finance of the Madhusudan Law University.
(h) “H.O0.D” means the Head of the Department of the Law courses of the Madhusudan Law University.
(1) “Principal” means the Principal of a Law College affiliated to Madhusudan Law University.

() “Examiners” means the teachers duly appointed with the approval of the Vice chancellor to
evaluate the answer scripts and conduct the practical examinations.

(k) “Regulation” means the procedures adopted for the teaching of a course and approved by the
Academic Council of the Madhusudan Law University.

() “Schedule” means the schedule attached to these guide lines.

(m) “Rule” means the Rules mentioned in these guide lines.

(n) “Academic Council’ means the Academic Council of Madhusudan Law University.

(0) “Unfair means” means taking or giving or attempting to take or give any help, other than one
Permissible, if any under the rules applicable there to, from any material, written, recorded or
printed or relayed from any person in any form whatsoever in the examination conducted by

or under the authority of university and includes evaluation, tabulation, publication of results




preparation of thesis or dissertation and projects/filed reports as a part of the university
examination and all other matters connected here with.

All other words and expression used, but not defined in these Rules and guide lines shall,

unless the context otherwise requires, have the meaning respectively assigned to them in
the Rules.

PART- |
PRE-CONDUCT OF EXAMINATIONS

3. PREPARATION OF EXAMINATION CALENDER

3.(i) At the beginning of the session the Controller of Examination shall prepare a calendar of
all examinations for the Uni\)ersity, indicating the dates of commencement of mid-term and
end- term examination of the session keeping in view the respéctive regulation which shall be
approved by the Academic Council and thereafter by the Vice-Chancellor for the notification

for the information of the students, and all institutions affiliated to the university.

Provided that, the dates of commencement of end-term examinations shall be fixed in such a

manner, that the particular examination of a particular course shall be held from one date.

Further provided that, the detailed examination programme of a particular semester
examination mentioning time along with the date of examination of each paper shall be
notified at least two weeks before the commencement of the examination by the Controller of
Examinations.

(i) The Vice-Chancellor may change the schedule of examination(s) due to internal / external

disturbance or natural calamities or any other reasonable reasons.

4. FILLING UP FORMS AND DEPOSIT OF FEES BY THE ELIGIBLE STUDENTS

(i) The Teachers in charge of different classes/courses shall submit to the HOD/Principal the
list of eligible students of their classes/courses for a particular end term examination, who
have attended the 75% of lectures delivered in each course as per MLU/BCI regulation.




(i) The HOD/Principal of each Department /institute/college shall inform the students through
proper notification regarding the due dates for filling up of the forms without fine and with fine

(as notified earlier by the C.O.E. and communicated to them) for the end-term examination .

(ii) Each eligible student shall fill up the prescribed form mentioning his/ her name correctly as

per High School Certificate, name of the paper(s) /Subject(s) in which he/she wants to appear.

(iv) The Teachers in charge of different classes/courses shall be appointed by the
HOD/Principal to verify the entries made by the student in the form with that of High School
Certificate, identity card, admit card of previous exams (if any) and the subject in which
whether the student is eligible to appear and sign on the top of the form as verification. No
student without High School Certificate and identity card shall be allowed to fill up the form

and deposit the examination fees. Finally the HOD/Principal shall countersign and re-verify the
eligibility of each candidate to appear at the exam.

Provided that at the time of Verification of the application form, the verifying officer shall see
that no student shall be allowed to fill up the form for appearing in a subject for which he/she
is not eligible as per MLU/BCI norms / Regulation / Rules.

(v) After the last date of the form fill up the HOD/Principal shall arrange the forms
alphabetically in ascending order and prepare a list of eligible students accordingly along with

subject statement which shall be sent to the Controller of Examinations for preparation of
Candidates Nominal Rolls (CNR) and Admit Card.

The H.O.D. / Principal will also send all application forms, alphabetical list, statement of

accounts, Demand Draft (in original) etc, along with other requisite documents to the C.O.E.
for further course of action.

(vi) After receipt of the application forms, list of eligible students and subject statement from all

H.O.D./Principal , the C.O.E. shall prepare the candidates nominal rolls and admit cards for all

eligible students and send the admit cards to the respective H.0.D ./ Principals for distribution
to the concerned students at their end,




’5. PREPARETION OF THE LIST OF PAPER SETTER AND EXAMINERS

5(i) The Board of Studies shall prepare the List of examiners, Chief Examiners, Paper Setters
etc. and the Chairman, Board of Studies shall submit it to the Controller of Examinations
under his signature which shall be forwarded by the Controller of Examinations for the

approval of the Vice-Chancellor. The Vice-Chancellor may modify.
(i) Where, there is a single teacher in a paper/subject he/she will act as the Single Examiner.
(ii) Ordinarily, the subject teacher shall be the paper setter and examiner.

(iv) In case of emergency/ urgency upon the request of Controller of Examination, Vice-
Chancellor may approve any examiner / panel of examiners.

Provided that the question papers set in any subject shall be such as a candidate of decided
ability well prepared in the subject can reasonably be expected to answer within the time
allotted.

(v) The C.O.E will print required number of questions, keep it in the sealed packet(s) and
hand over the same to the Center Superintendents before the commencement of the of the

examination.

(vi) The paper setters shall furnish a declaration in the prescribed form that their near relations

are not appearing in the respective examination.

(vii) All examinations (Mid-term, Practical, etc.) except end term examination, the questions
shall be set by the subject teachers and the examination shall be conducted and the answer
scripts shall be evaluated by them. The marks obtained by each candidate shall be submitted
to the HOD/Principal of the respective department/college/Institution who will submit it to the

Controller of Examinations for further course of action under confidential sealed cover.

(viii) The date of Mid-term examinations will be notified by the Controller of Examinations,
Madhusudan Law University and the HOD/Principal shall monitor the process and see that the
examination shall be conducted in time according to academic calendar.

6. EXAMINATION SCHEDULE NOTIFICATION BY THE UNIVERSITY

(i) The different end term examinations shall be conducted according to the detailed

examination programme, notified by the Controller of Examinations.

(i) The C.O.E. shall notify the detailed programme before one week of commencement of

each examination mentioning place, time and paper wise dates for information of students and
all others concerned.

CONDUCT OF EXAMINATIONS

7. CONDUCT OF EXAMINATIONS

(i) There shall be a Center Superintendent and a Deputy Centre Superintendent (if required)

who will be appointed by the Controller of Examinations with approval of Vice Chancellor.

Ordinarily the HOD/Principal of the concerned Department/College/Institute and any senior
most teachers of that Department/College/ Institute having 5 years’ teaching experience in the
degree level shall be appointed as Center Superintendent/ Deputy Centre Superintendent to
conduct the university end-term examination. The Center Superintendent is the key person
and trustee in the conduct of examinations and responsible for all the records and documents
in connection with the examinations. They shall furnish a certificate that their near relation are
not appearing in the respective examination in the prescribed form and conduct the

examination smoothly and peacefully.

The term “near relation” includes “Father, Mother, Brother, Sister, Wife, Husband, Son,
daughter, Son’s / Daughter's Son, Uncle (Mother's Brother), Maternal Uncle’s Son and
Daughter, Paternal Uncle’s Son and Daughter, Paternal Uncle’'s Wife, Father's Sister's son
and daughter, Mother's Sister's Husband, Mother's Sister's Son and Daughter, Son-in-law
(Daughter's Husband, Brother's Daughter's Husband, Sister's Daughter's Husband )Daughter-
in-law (Son’'s Wife, Brother's Son's Wife, Sister's Son’s Wife), Brother-in-law(Wife's Brother's

Sister's Husband), Sister-in-law, Brother's Wife's Sister and Wife's Sister's Husband”.
(i) There shall be additional Deputy Superintendent above strength of 500 candidates.

(iii) The office of the Controller of Examinations shall make sealed packet of question papers
according to the number of examinees rounded to the next multiple of 10 plus 5/10 extra

questions for use in case of defect printing if any for all centres.
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
